Key Volunteer Reimbursement

Ref: MCO 1754.6 & PAAN 15-03
Recently the III MEF Disbursing Office has seen a number of items being claimed for reimbursement by Key Volunteers that cannot be reimbursed through the travel claim process.  These items include general office supplies, flowers, T-shirts, etc…  In order to clarify this issue this office requested a determination from CMC (RFF) and DFAS (Travel Policies and Procedures).  They clarified that the only expenses that can be reimbursed by Disbursing are those listed in the MCO.  Specifically:

· Mileage

· Parking and tolls

· Telephone calls (with proper receipts)

· Child care expenses

· Invitational Travel

Disbursing is not authorized to pay any other expenses.  Other expenses such as office supplies should be acquired through the normal unit supply process.  In other words Key Volunteers should not be purchasing these on their own.

LAUNDRY EXPENSES

Laundry expenses are not reimbursable OCONUS.  Laundry expenses are only reimbursable within CONUS if the TAD involved at least 7 nights of lodging.  The reference is the JFTR U4520.B.5 and TAN 16-03.

ICPOT versus Overseas Extension

There have been several cases where Marines have executed overseas extensions and erroneously been given In-Place Consecutive Tour (IPCOT) entitlements.  These Marines have ended up owing the government substantial amounts of money.  Units are asked to review their procedures for IPCOT orders to ensure that Marines who extended are not erroneously issued IPCOT orders.

Marines extending overseas are only authorized:

· An extension bonus of $2,000 or;

· Incentive leave (15 days and round-trip transportation to CONUS) or;

· Incentive leave (30 days non-chargeable)

Please note that if they take the 15 days leave and round-trip transportation they are not authorized circuitous travel or to purchase their own airline tickets.

Deployed Operations

Deployed Check Cashing System

The III MEF Disbursing Office recently implemented a new automated check cashing system called the Paper Check Conversion (PPC) system.  The PPC is similar to the electronic check cashing systems used by many stores in the states.  When a Marine cashes a check with a deployed disbursing team the check will be scanned and automatically debited from the individual’s bank account.

Disbursing will now have almost immediate visibility on whether a Marine is writing a “Bad Check” or not.  Marines who do write a bad check will have their check cashing privileges suspended immediately.
