Military Pay

Family Separation Allowance Clarification

Ref: DODFMR Volume 7A
Per the reference Marines who voluntarily elect to serve an unaccompanied tour of duty overseas instead an accompanied tour are not entitled to Family Separation Allowance (FSA). 

Additionally, Marines who voluntarily extend their unaccompanied tour also do not rate FSA, even if they were previously receiving it.

Deployed Split Pay Election Amounts

Ref: PAAN 03-04

The reference only applies to Marines who are enrolled in deployed split pay and embarked aboard Naval vessels.  

Navy ATM’s are not equipped to dispense $1.00 bills.  The smallest denomination available is $5.00.  Consequently, Marines deploying who anticipate being aboard a Naval Vessel should ensure that their Split 

pay amount is in $5.00 increments only. 

Additionally Marines should be advised that Disbursing is required to review deployed split pay amounts and automatically adjust them to $5.00 increments as outlined in the reference.

Replacement W-2 procedures

The reference announced both 2003 W-2 distribution procedures and the following additional guidance concerning replacement W-2’s:

Active Duty Marines – The Disbursing Officer is responsible for issuing replacement or corrected W-2’s.  However, requests should be coordinated through the Marine’s servicing admin center.

Family members (of active duty Marines) -  Who have power of attorney and proper identification can also contact the Disbursing Office for replacement or corrected W-2’s.

Separated Marines – Can mail or fax their request for replacement or corrected W-2’s to DFAS-KC, Record Services (DFAS-N/KC), 1500 E.95th Street, Kansas City, MO 64197-0001 or Fax DSN 465-5829 or commercial Fax 816-926-5829.

Government Travel Card Scams

During the past several weeks’ reports have been surfacing regarding fraudulent activity targeted towards or affecting the government’s charge card program.

The scam involves emails alleged to be from VISA officials stating that cardholders have to “reactivate” their accounts due to “technical security update.”  The email directs the cardholder to click a link that appears to be the VISA website but is actually a fake mirror image.

Entering any personal are card information on this site could result in identity theft.  Consequently, cardholders are reminded that no one from VISA banks will ever call or email a cardholder and ask for account or personal information and that they should never give out this type of information as a result of an unsolicited call or email.

Cardholders should report any incidents of this nature to their APC immediately.

Change 207 to the Joint Federal Travel Regulations (JFTR) outlined that Partial DLA is not payable in the following circumstances:

· When moving from government quarters upon separation from the service.


· Moving incident to a Permanent Change of Station (PCS).

· Due to the member’s convenience (to include promotions, change in family size, etc…)

·  Voluntary move initiated by the member.

· Move pending a divorce or family separation.

· Move due to member’s misconduct.

Deployed Check Cashing System

The III MEF Disbursing Office recently implemented a new automated check cashing system called the Paper Check Conversion (PPC) system.  

The PPC is similar to the electronic check cashing systems used by many stores in the states.  When a Marine cashes a check with a deployed disbursing team the check will be scanned and automatically debited from the individual’s bank account.

Disbursing will now have almost immediate visibility on whether a Marine is writing a “Bad Check” or not.  Marines who do write a bad check will have their check cashing privileges suspended automatically.
